From a ethnic Albanian point of view, we learn of their
harrowing exodus from Kosovo and the process of reclamation
that these refugees must go through, when they return home to
find that their once familiar society has become livable only
under constant military occupation. Throughout the film, these
young American students discover how the Kosovar Albanians
have become foreigners in their own land.
